Richer functionality, offline capabilities, automatic updates and local desktop resources make these applications attractive replacements to traditional web-based or client installed applications. This track will explore why you should be thinking smart client and the present the knowledge necessary to work effectively in this environment.

Data Track

Core information on all aspects of data related application development from SQL Server, OLAP, Data Warehousing, XML, ADO.NET and beyond in terms of best practices and high performance.

Process, Design, and Security

This track includes lifecycle development, architecture topics, methodology, best practices, and security. Chalk talks, birds of a feather and/or panel discussions are especially welcome.
